These included desserts and tablet computer
classes for the elderly, a fund-raising charity food sale in cooperation with Orbis Student Ambassadors,
and taking care of children from South Asian families at a community centre of Hong Kong Young
Women’s Christian Association.

Looking at the smiling faces of the elderly after each interest class, hearing about the hard-earned good
results of the fund-raising charity food sale, and witnessing the marked changes in the participants in
the adventure training, I felt a sense of satisfaction I had never had before and was greatly touched.

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In order to cncourage more people to engage and continuously participate in voluntary work, the Chinese
Young Men’s Christian Association of Hong Kong has been running a volunteer award programme since
the 1990s to recognise and commend volunteers’ efforts, including individual volunteer awards,
outstanding volunteer group awards, certificates and social enterprise gift vouchers. In 2020, the total
number of volunteers registered with the Association was close to 13 000, and the number of volunteers
commended was approximately 1 700 and the total service hours reached 118 050.

‘Give a Day + Get a Disney Day’ was jointly launched by the Agency for Volunteer Service and Hong
Kong Disneyland Resort in 2010. It aims to encourage citizens to participate in voluntary work and serve
the community. According to the arrangement for 2019/20, volunteers who completed ten hours of
service between 1 April 2019 and 31 March 2020 could receive a complimentary one-day admission
ticket to Hong Kong Disneyland via their service organisation.

Source A:  Adapted from news reports in 2020 and 2021, and a survey report in 2021

Working from home has become the new normal during the COVID-19 pandemic. Many enterprises
around the world have allowed their employees to work from home, maintaining communication and
connecting with others remotely.

Having benefited from tools that facilitate remote work, some enterprises have been able to operate
smoothly under the pandemic, which makes the management reflect on the need of having physical
offices. Many multinational corporations have announced that remote work for some employees would
still continue even after the pandemic. A survey from a global employment platform shows that 63%
of interviewed companies will adopt remote work on a permanent basis after the global pandemic,

12% reported that remote work had already been adopted on a permanent basis.

If daily work, such as conducting meetings with clients via video conferencing, maintaining
communication with co-workers through emails and instant communication softwares, could be
performed in a home setting, then where people work would not be limited to homes or offices. Remote
work is possible when people are in a coffee shop, a co-working space or even another city.
Nevertheless, whether remote work should be arranged depends on whether employees are able to
create value for the company continuously and business viability, but not employees’ personal

preferences.
